Chapter 4 has some overall robustness tests that were run for the conference papers. Here are more suggestions to illustrate each enhancement:

1) Process Manager: The process manager manages all the server start ups and makes it easy on the user (which is subjective) from manually starting the required servers. I can come up with certain scenarios which illustrates that the process manager is an enhancement over the previous architecture. For example, I can illustrate a specific case, step by step, what happens when a server dies (for any reason, presumably a programmer error) and how the process manager handles it. We can have a specific case, one for the speech analysis and the other for the dialog system.

2) State Machine architecture and handshaking: Similar to the process manager, I can come up some scenario where the server receives a message that was not expected at that state and how the server (and eventually the Process manager) handles such an error. The subsequent debugging can be explained using some snippets from log files.
3) Demo Selector: The demo selector presents a neat interface for choosing different demos. I think this is very subjective. It would be good, if you can suggest me a way of illustrating this. I am thinking of illustrating how specific applications (their clients and servers) are started in response to the user’s choice.
Please let me know, what you think of this.
