Instructions:

This experiment has a series of tasks that test the improvement on the robustness of our Human language technology system. The experiment has a collection of scenarios in which you will be asked to use the system to accomplish a given task. In order to measure the robustness improvement, you will have to repeat the tasks in the experiments twice 1) On the new system and 2) On the old system. For both the experiments, you will be given maximum time duration of 30 minutes. During the experiment, you will be using the Speech analysis and Dialog system application. The Speech analysis application is a basic recording application. The Dialog system is a querying system which assists you in navigating through places. Please inform us immediately, if you feel the application is not responding to your queries.
Warm up exercises:
1) Open the Speech Analysis application, which is the first item, listed on the Demo Selector. Trying recording your utterance and playing it back. Repeat this if necessary.
2) Open the Dialog system application. You will be prompted for username and password. Please seek assistance in filling these fields. Once you have successfully logged in, you can try some of the queries listed below.

b) Where is Simrall ?

c) How can I go from Simrall to Butler?

d) How far is Walmart from ERC? 

    You can also try some queries on you own.
